Column 1, line 9 should read “near the intersection of the Church Cross Road and the West Side Road.”

His three sons: Angus and his son Kenneth; Alexander Jr. and his wife Margaret; Kenneth Sr., his wife Mary and their
sons Alex and John.
In the fifth item of the list, the name Kennet shoud be Kenneth.

The sixth item of the list shoud read: “...their son Kenneth “Little Turner”. Their daughter Ann married...”

Liine 1 should read ”...Whycocomagh, Inverness Co.” (not Victoria Co.)

Column 2, paragraph 2, line 8. The name Harcla should be substituted for James.

Column 1, par. 2, lines 2 & 3 should read “...Elizabeth (MacRae) Finlayson (1798-1891) from Loch Ailsh”

Column 1, paragraph 2, line 2 should read (daughter of Alexander “Steele” MacLeod and Margaret [Big Angus]
MacDonald).

Column 1, line 2 should read Daniel Stevens, not Daniel Isadore.

Column 1, line 2 should read “over Black Brook” (not Indian Brook).

Column 2, paragraph 2, line 1 should read “Black Brook” (not Indian Brook).

Column 1, paragraph 2. John 'Ban' MacDonald was the son of Roderick and Rachel MacDonald of Gairloch Mt. He and
his wife Christy MacLean had the 5 daughters mentioned plus a son John who died aged 1 year old ca. 1889.
Daughter Catherine was known as Katie Hannah. They also cared for a boy, Dennis Rae MacNeil, born in Baddeck
Dec. 9, 1915 to Alex J. MacNeil and Margaret Dennison.

Column 1, paragraph 2, line3. Delete the words “in a mobile home.”
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Column 1, paragraph 3, line 2 should read “The 1871 census records show Archibald Cameron and his wife Catherine,
as well as three children, Margaret, John and Mary.”

Column 2, paragraph 1, line 3 should read “... approximately 2 kilometres...”.

The last line of the poem Mothers Long Ago was omitted: “When you come to the end of a perfect day.”

The first seven lines on the page shoud be deleted; they do not belong with the preceding poem.

Column 2. The title should read “A Bit of History...”

Column 1. The photo caption shoud read “Middle River” (not MacRae Brook).

Column 2. The following coordinates should be added to the list: Crowdis Mt. School. UTM 666335; 5114990.

The last 12 lines on page 294 and the first 5 lines page 295 should be omitted as they are repeated.
